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Differences in language and livelihood among subgroups of Han Chinese in
Guangdong Province such as Hakka, Hoklo, Cantonese, and boat people have been
one of the major topics of study for researchers in many disciplines. Shanwei city is
situated in Eastern Guangdong, and there are Hoklo, Hakka, Cantonese as a dialect
groups and Himin as a Boat Peoples descendant.

This presentation aims at Understanding the process of creation, maintenance
and change of ethnic identity among Hakka in Shanwei City, with a focus on their

migration route, folk culture, and language.
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
